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Tucked just off Hwy 3, this Dene community
known as Zhahti Kye in Slavey has front row
tickets to the Mackenzie River—though a bison or
two might obscure the view.
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The Dene Fur Clouds shop

has stunning mitts, hats

and other accessories,
created by Indigenous artists
and harvested locally from lynx,
hare, sheared beaver and fox.
The fashions will amaze you and
craftsmanship will inspire you.
Don't forget your wallet.
